The lavish costume balls and weekly dances were so popular the best bands from New York and Philadelphia auditioned yearly.  When membership waned in the 1980s the Club closed and sat empty until Ocean Properties purchased it in the 1990s. 
Now meticulously restored and lovingly refurbished, the Tudor-styled building is more glamorous than ever, offering members the ultimate in dining, spa, tennis and pool facilities.  The Bar Harbor club also provides a unique seaside venue for meeting and social functions, particularly weddings.
